
1.  Wall preparation
a. Ensure the wall surface is sound and free from damp.
b. Best results will be obtained if the wall surface is smooth.  Where necessary fill holes 

with fine filler and use sand paper to remove all lumps. Surface imperfections may 
be visible after the liner is installed.

c. Switch off the supply of electricity to sockets and light switches as a precaution.
d. Switch off radiators during installation.  Removal of radiators will aid installation if in 

the immediate area but not essential.
2.  Tools Required

a. A  felt or sponge roller for paste application
b. Tape measure
c. Scissors
d. Meter rule or straight edge
e. Sharp blade knife- Stanley knife, scalpel or craft knife
f. Seam roller 
g. Soft wallpaper brush
h. Soft cloth
i. Sprit level and plumb-line
j. Paste table / tresel table (not essential may ease installation)

3. Installation of MS Plus Liner
a. Best results will be obtained if the MS Plus liner is installed horizontally. Working in 

sections equivalent to the width of the material from the floor up will aid the 
installation process and the subsequent finished quality. Using the spirit level draw a 
horizontal plumb-line on the wall of the installation area. Ideally this should be 620 
mm from the floor or if applicable the top of the shirting board. (Height equivalent to 
the delivery width of the MS Plus liner)

b. Using a tape measure measure the length required for the first section below the 
horizontal plumb-line and allow a few centimetres excess.  Cut the liner to the 
desired length using a stanley knife and straight edge. Re-roll the cut length ensuring 
the shiny side of the material is face out.  If the desired lengths are above 2 metres, 
at this stage of the installation two people are required because the material is too 
heavy to install single handed.  

c. Apply the paste to the area below the plumb-line, using a smooth felt roller. Warning-
do not dilute the paste with water. The paste should be applied directly to the wall. 
Ensure that the adhesive layer is smooth.  Allow an excess of a few centimetres 
above the plumb-line to ensure full paste coverage along the edge. 

d. Working from one corner or edge apply the liner to the wall shiny side in contact with 
the wall, using the horizontal plumb-line as a guide. Smooth out the liner using a soft 
wallpaper brush. Ensure that all air bubbles trapped beneath the liner at the wall 
interface are gently worked from the centre of the liner out through to the edges of 
the material.  If the floor is not level use a sharp knife to cut accurately along the top 
of the skirting to ensure the horizontal is maintained. If repositioning is required 
gently pull the liner away from the wall taking care not to stretch the material and 
reapply. 

e. Trim the excess material from the length using a sharp blade knife and straight edge.
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f. Excess paste on the outer face of the liner should be removed with a soft damp 
cloth.

g. Repeat the process for the next section above the plumb-line. Measure the required 
length.  Apply the paste and install the liner as above.  Please take care to ensure 
that the liner does not overlap the first section of material.  The edges of the liner 
should ideally be installed so that they are just touching. If the wall is uneven this can 
prove difficult. If this is the case a small gap  (equivalent to the thickness of your 
finger nail) will be adequate and should not be visible once the wallpaper is applied 
to the face.  

h. Repeat the exercise. If the installation section is smaller than the width of the 
material cut along the length of the roll using scissors, allow an excess of 
approximately 5-10 cm.  Once installed remove the excess using a sharp blade knife 
and ruler. 

i. Vertical joins.  Best results are achieve by overlapping the liner and trimming in situ 
using a sharp blade knife and straight edge.

j. Avoid wrapping around internal and external corners, best results will be obtained by  
cutting along the edges.  Please ensure that paste is applied generously along all 
edges to prevent  the lining lifting away from the wall.   

k. Allow to dry for 24 hours. Inspect to ensure that the liner quality is good before 
moving on to the next stage in the installation process.  If the liner has peeled away 
along the edge apply extra paste using a fine paint brush and reapply the liner with a 
soft wallpaper brush. Excess paste should be removed from the face using a soft 
damp cloth.
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
